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WHEREAS Section 232(2) of The Municipal Act provides, in part, as follows:
232(2) without limiting the generality of subsection (1), a council may in a by-law
passed under this Division

(d) establish fees or other charges for services, activities or things provided or done by the municipality or for the use of property under the ownership, direction, management or control of the municipality
(e) subject to the regulations, provided for a system of licenses, permits, approvals, including any or all of the following:
(i) establishing fees, and terms for payment of fees, for inspections, licenses, permits and approvals, including fees related to recovering the cost of regulation"

AND WHEREAS section 82 of the Regulations under The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act provides for and establish fees for search, preparation, copying and delivery services;

AND WHEREAS, the Council of Cartwright-Roblin Municipality deems it expedient and in the best interests of the Municipality to charge for applications and appropriate fees for services provided by the Municipality;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of Cartwright-Roblin Municipality, in open Council meeting duly assembled enacts as follows:

1) THAT the schedule of fees be established as set out in the attached Schedule “A”.
2) THAT the making of an application and/or payment of fees do not constitute or imply any approvals by Council.

3) THAT the fees will be invoiced and collected by the municipal office.
4) THAT violators of this by-law can be refused access to goods or services if applicable fees are not paid.
5) THAT any unpaid fees owed to the municipality by any taxpayer, including penalties or fines related thereto, will be added to the taxes of the said taxpayer and collected in the same manner as a tax, as defined by the Municipal Act.
6) THAT By-Law #61-2021 is hereby repealed.
7) THAT this By-Law shall become effective July 1, 2023.
8) THAT in the event of conflicting by-laws setting rates, the most recent by-law shall take precedence.
